BIOLOGICAL ACTIVITY

Description Cimoxatone (MD 780515) is a reversible, selectively and orally active type A monoamine oxidase (MAO-A) inhibitor. 
Cimoxatone enhances the anorectic action of Serotonin (HY-B1473A)[1].

IC₅₀ & Target MAO-A

In Vivo Cimoxatone (20 mg/kg; p.o.) enhances the anorectic action of 5-HT (1 mg/kg; s.c.) in rats[1].
MCE has not independently confirmed the accuracy of these methods. They are for reference only.

Animal Model: 250-300 g, Adult male Wistar rats[1]

Dosage: 20 mg/kg

Administration: P.o.

Result: Significiantly reduced sucrose intake induced by 1 mg/kg 5-HT or its vehicle injected 2 and 
24 h later, significantly enhanced the anorectic action of 5-HT at 2 h but not at 24 h.
